The Thesis represents a completed research project in the field of public
administration. Drawing on post-industrial, communicative, and contemporary
democratic theories, it offers a conceptualisation of regional e-democracy as a
political and administrative phenomenon. The study clarifies its distinction from
related notions and practices of e-governance, proposes an original model of regional
e-democracy within a three-dimensional analytical framework, and reconstructs the
stages of its development in Ukraine up to 2022, including its transformation under
wartime conditions. Key barriers to its advancement are analysed, and liquid
democracy is proposed as an adaptive model for implementation. The dissertation
applies agent-based modelling combined with SWOT analysis to examine diffusion
scenarios, introduces a Sabotage Index as a diagnostic tool to detect administrative
resistance, and formulates a strategy for implementing liquid democracy at the
regional level, along with directions for further development of e-participation within
the public governance system.

The introduction presents the relevance of the topic, the aim and objectives of
the research, scientific novelty, practical significance of the obtained results, the
author’s contribution, and the research’s approbation.

The first chapter lays the theoretical foundation for further analysis of
regional e-democracy as a complex socio-political phenomenon emerging at the

intersection of democratic transformation and governance digitalisation.



The evolution of democratic thought is examined through the lens of the
transition to post-industrial society. Drawing on the concepts of D. Bell, A. Toffler,
Y. Masuda, and M. Castells, the study substantiates the link between digitalization,
the changing nature of power, and the emergence of new forms of participation. The
core focus of the analysis is the shift from vertical, hierarchical structures to
networked interaction, where expert communities, civic activists, and digital
platforms assume a key role.

Particular attention is given to the communicative paradigm of J. Habermas,
who conceptualises democratic legitimacy as the outcome of communicative
interaction among citizens within the public sphere. This notion underpins the
interpretation of e-democracy as a mechanism for institutionalising new forms of
societal dialogue. Contemporary democratic theories are explored, with varied
emphasis on the role of digital technologies in shaping the public will — ranging from
collective rationality to emotional engagement and identification with decisions. The
concept of liquid democracy is discussed as a theoretically distinct model combining
elements of direct and representative participation. It gains special relevance in
digital societies as a potentially flexible mechanism for adapting political
representation to the changing demands of citizens and the dynamics of local
contexts. Liquid democracy is thus viewed as an institutional response to the crisis of
traditional delegation mechanisms in the digital era.

The concept of e-democracy is delineated from adjacent terms — including
networked democracy, online democracy, and e-governance. The study argues that
equating democracy with its administrative or communicative interfaces distorts its
political essence. The key definitional boundaries of e-democracy are identified,
particularly in terms of actor subjectivity, institutional embeddedness, procedural
logic, and intensity of influence. Emphasis is placed on the fact that e-democracy is
not merely the application of ICTs, but a mode of genuine public influence over
decision-making processes.

An original three-dimensional model of e-participation is proposed,
encompassing: (1) the type of democratic practice (transparent, deliberative,

participatory); (2) the source of initiative (invited vs. invented space); and (3) the



level of implementation (technological, institutional, agent-based). This model
enables a systematic analysis of e-participation forms at the regional level and the
identification of factors influencing their effectiveness. Based on this framework, the
author formulates a definition of regional e-democracy as a set of public e-
participation forms in regional governance, characterised by institutional
formalisation, procedural clarity, and the capacity to shape both the content and the
implementation mode of public policy.

Within this model, a theoretical basis is laid for analysing regional e-
democracy under martial law, where digital participation assumes functions of crisis
governance, symbolic support for civic unity, and the restoration of institutional trust.
The methodological lens for this analysis is provided by adaptive governance theory,
which allows the assessment of institutional flexibility, the capacity of local
authorities for self-organisation, and the degree of horizontal interaction with civil
society.

It is argued that the proposed theoretical model of regional e-democracy not
only systematises existing digital participation tools but also opens up avenues for
analysing their evolution under extraordinary conditions.

The second chapter presents a step-by-step analysis of the emergence and
transformation of regional e-democracy in Ukraine — from fragmented early practices
to wartime adaptation strategies and the formation of an institutional framework for
the post-war period.

The initial stage of regional e-democracy development is characterised as an
ancillary outcome of the broader digitalisation agenda in public administration,
implemented without clear normative vision or conceptual support. It is established
that public e-participation in the regions was largely confined to top-down
instruments, such as electronic petitions, online appeals, and participatory budgeting
platforms. In most cases, citizen involvement remained passive, ritualised, and often
merely symbolic.

The study conducts a cluster analysis of the digital activity of local self-
government bodies, resulting in the identification of four types of territorial

communities based on their approaches to e-democracy tools. «Digital Leaders»



exhibit stable institutionalisation of digital participation, systemic responsiveness to
citizen requests, and a high level of feedback. «Moderately Institutionalised
Communities» ensure basic implementation of participation instruments but often
limit themselves to the formal fulfilment of procedures. «Autonomous Flagships»
demonstrate effective participatory practices independent of external initiatives or
standardised templates, yet remain weakly integrated into the national framework.
«Institutionally Vulnerable Communities» are marked by disorganised or nominal use
of digital tools and a high degree of managerial inertia. This typology provides an
empirical basis for further scenario-based modelling of liquid democracy
implementation at the local level.

The chapter traces the gradual evolution of regional e-democracy from the
formal launch of tools towards increasing bottom-up initiatives, episodic civic
pressure, and growing demands for transparency. Particular emphasis is placed on the
crisis-induced transformations of 2022-2023, during which digital participation
acquired new functions: mobilisation, therapeutic engagement, and communication.
Despite the centralisation of public administration under martial law, the regional
level became a space for experimenting with informal participation mechanisms,
volunteer coordination platforms, and horizontal interaction. These shifts are
interpreted through the lens of adaptive governance, understood as a response to
instability and the need for swift institutional reaction.

The organisational and institutional framework for the post-war development
of regional e-democracy is analysed. Based on a review of current legal frameworks,
digitalisation strategies, and local government practices, key challenges are
identified: low institutional capacity of communities, insufficient analytical support
for decision-making, and resistance to e-democracy from public officials. The chapter
introduces the concept of institutional co-responsibility, which implies a transition
from formal participation to expanded mechanisms of delegation, feedback,
reputation monitoring of delegates, and integration of digital participation into the
public policy cycle. Additionally, the contours of potential local governance reform
are outlined, incorporating lessons learned during the war into the design of next-

generation participation tools.



The chapter constructs a dynamic trajectory of regional e-democracy
development, from centrally initiated and formalised instruments to a complex
interplay of spontaneous civic initiatives, wartime consolidation, and institutional
sabotage as conflicting trends in the functioning of e-democracy at the regional level.

The third chapter offers a conceptualisation of liquid democracy as a
potentially relevant model for ensuring digital participation at the regional level. Its
epistemological value lies in the capacity to reconcile contradictions between
individual participation and delegated representation. Liquid democracy is examined
as a socio-technical architecture encompassing reputation-based control, feedback
mechanisms, procedural transparency in delegation, and the revocability of mandates.

An original step-by-step algorithm for the implementation of liquid democracy
mechanisms is proposed, tailored to the varying levels of digital maturity across
territorial communities. This algorithm envisions the adaptation of normative
frameworks, technical systems, and behavioural infrastructures. Agent-based
modelling is employed to analyse different implementation scenarios, revealing both
the dynamics of institutional adaptation and the potential for scalability under
conditions of increasing public trust and civic engagement.

Special emphasis is placed on the development of public-administrative
instruments to enhance the effectiveness of regional e-democracy. Among them is the
author's original Index of E-Democracy Sabotage (IEDS), which integrates both
direct indicators of administrative inertia (e.g., non-responsiveness, excessive
formalism, delays) and markers of symbolic resistance (e.g., simulated participation,
limited decision-making variability, template communication). The IEDS serves both
diagnostic and accountability-enhancing functions.

Furthermore, the chapter outlines directions for shaping an institutional
environment capable of sustaining long-term adaptability of e-democracy. This
involves addressing challenges related to persistent turbulence, constrained resources,
and the growing demand for personalised and context-sensitive decision-making
within public administration.
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
