EN: The subject of this study is one of the most important phenomena of the religious
consciousness of man - the fear of God. The purpose of philosophical reflection is to establish
the ontological, anthropological and axiological statuses of this phenomenon of the Christian
culture of thinking. The methodological dimension reveals all its complexity, since it is difficult
to fix the existential foundations of a person in their metahistorical completeness. Such an
analysis requires the thinker to have correct philosophical articulation and a pre-compiled
philosophical vocabulary. A dictionary in which all definitions do not carry discrepancies in the
interpretations and descriptions of the phenomenon under study. The historical retrospective of
the study of this concept in its entirety is possible with the support of the theological Christian
tradition. The place and role of the «fear of God» in the secularized cultural space of our days is
determined. It is pointed out the need to refrain from going into psychology and academic
religious studies when considering this phenomenon. The difference between the fear of God, the
fear of death and the "fear of God" itself is explained. The paradox of overcoming the fear of
death through the "fear of God" is revealed. In the final judgments, it is concluded that the very

concept of «fear of God» is performative. It is capable of changing the very reality for a person
in his external and internal life in the culture of thinking. This approach to analysis should not be
understood solely as a methodological device. This is a special angle of view on the problem,
and not just its methodological dimension. The Christian picture of the world postulates the
phenomenon of the fear of God as an important component of the entire Christian concept of
personality. Without this phenomenon, it is impossible to imagine the whole eschatological
picture of the world for the Christian culture of thinking. The status of an ontological event in the

history of both the individual and society as a whole is assigned to the manifestation of the «fear
of God».

EN: The article highlights the conditions in which the Russian Orthodox Church existed in the
post-war years, its relations with the authorities, the peculiarities of functioning in the territory
of the Dnipropetrovsk region.
To solve the task, historically-genetic, historically-comparative, and systematic methods
were used.

It was found that the Russian Orthodox Church cooperated with the authorities, but,
despite this, there were restrictions on it, its structures were under the supervision of the relevant
authorities.

It was revealed that the liberalization of the religious policy of the Soviet authorities
contributed to the increase in the number of communities and the number of clergy of the
Russian Orthodox Church in the Dnipropetrovsk region, but from 1947 to 1948, their decrease
was observed.

It was determined that a significant part of the ROC worshipers in Dnipropetrovsk Oblast
did not have the proper level of education and were not distinguished by high morality.

EN: In multi-confessional Ukraine, relations between the state and the Church, in particular the
Catholic Church, which has existed on our lands for more than one century, are of great
importance. The study of the history of the Roman Catholic Church in Ukrainian lands,
especially at the regional level, is not sufficient and requires further research. This fully applies
to the Roman Catholic parish of Dnipro city.

The Soviet authorities, which before the Second World War pursued a strict repressive
policy towards the Roman Catholic Church, in the 1940s switched to a policy of certain
liberalization in relations with religious organizations. The new regulations regarding prayer
buildings provided for a difficult mechanism for religious communities to open them, which was
made even more difficult by documents labeled "completely secret” that the "center" sent to
"places"”. The Roman Catholic community of Dnipropetrovsk, which used the church during the
German occupation, hoped for the same opportunity after the return of Soviet power. In July
1945, the community began collecting documents for registration.

Community of the regional center was under the close supervision of the authorities, but
there was no open repression against believers during the specified period. The efforts of the
parishioners, who were not afraid to enter their data in the registration documents, remained in
vain, because the community, which consisted mainly of elderly people, could not overcome the
powerful obstacle of the authorities - financial pressure. The religious building was taken from
the Catholics and converted into a gymnasium.

The process of closing churches went through several stages. Initially, the commissioner
for religious affairs in the region found the reason and justified the need to close religious
building. He submitted these documents to executive committee of the relevant regional council.
The decision taken by the Regional Council had to be approved by the Council for Religious
Cults under the Council of Ministers of the USSR. The authorities kept this process under their
control and did not allow arbitrarily (not according to the scheme) to close houses of worship.
When closing the church in the 1940s, the state used some of the methods developed in the
1930s, among them economic pressure on the faithful, which played the main role in this period.

The specified actions of the authorities contradicted the article on the freedom of
religious cults of the then-current Constitution of the Ukrainian SSR.

EN: The paper proposes and explores a newblockchain system that operates on a linearly
scalable consensus mechanism. This selection method confirms the shard through shares voting
and scalable random generation by VDF (Verifiable Delay Function) and VRF (Verifiable
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Random Function). The system analyzes available consensus mechanisms, sharding, and the
age of distributed randomness. It is energyefficiet, fully scalable, secure, with fast consensus.
Compared to available methods, the improved shardmethod performs network connection and
transaction verification and reveals the state of the blockchain. The threshold has a sufficiently
lowcoefficient

for small validators to participate in the network and receive rewards. The proposed sharding
process runs securely due to a distributed randomness (DRG) process that is unpredictable,
impartial, and verified. The network is constantly overloaded to prevent slow adaptive
Byzantine malicious validators. Contrary to other sharding blockchains that require Proof-of-
Work to select validators, the proposed consensus is attributed to Proof-of-Stake, therefore,
energy-efficient. Herein the consensus is achieved by a BFT algorithm which is linearly
scalable and faster than PBFT.

state formation in Athens. It is shown that the accelerated development of market and commodity-
money relations in the 7th — 6th centuries bc, catalyzed, among other things, by the great
colonization, multiplies the ranks of unborn, but rich artisans, merchants, merchants, usurers,

fetes, contributes to the displacement of patriarchal slavery by the classical one. The deepening
gap

between the changed and growing economic role of these clusters and their political lack of rights,
as well as the split of Eupatrides into marketers and traditionalists, stimulated important pro-state
reforms, including the codification of customary law, the establishment of courts, the beginning of
the formation of administrative-territorial districts that do not coincide with the tribal territorial
division. It is shown that the decomposition of the tribal system took place with the participation
of

the tribal nobility itself, pursuing selfish interests, which led to the victory of the diacrii and the
emergence of the state. The role of Solon’s political activity in the formation of the Athenian
state,

the tyranny of Peisistratus, the reforms of Cleisthenes-Pericles, which contributed to the birth of
the

polis-state, are analyzed. And if in the overwhelming majority of cases political regimes drift
from

democracy to authoritarianism and totalitarianism, then in Athens, on the contrary,
democratization

dominates. It is concluded that it is with the reforms of Pericles in Athens that the formation of a
democratic system in its classical form is completed.

In addition, increasing the number of respondents will allow for additional
statistical verification and export of relative conclusions related to the answers about the
characteristics of the sample (for example, the economic sector, number of employees, etc.).
